1. CALL TO ORDER: Bill Logan called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.    

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF AUGUST 18, 2022:   Upon motion of Tom Porter, second by Gerald Davis, to accept the minutes as presented. Vote:  Yes- Logan/Davis/Porter/Engel/Williamson.
3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA: Ms. Gooch amended the agenda to add CUVA Land Swap before Chief Appraiser Comments. Upon motion of Tom Porter, second by Gary Engel, to approve the agenda as amended. Vote:  Yes- Logan/Davis/Porter/Engel/Williamson.
4. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. 2067-106B – Superior Court Appeal – no updates.
b. 2021 DOAA Study – Ms. Gooch stated there was a meeting with the DOAA regarding the appeal.  The DOAA will be reviewing additional information.  They understand the frustration and it’s a legislative conflict that creates an issue of how the office is required to do their sales ratios and the DOAA does theirs.  Ms. Gooch stated they should have a response to the review of the appeal in early October. The Board would like a letter drafted to send to the Board of Commissioners to request they start communication with the legislature that this is an issue that needs to be addressed.  
5. NEW BUSINESS:
a. Expenditure Budget Report – August – Ms. Gooch stated we should be at 67%. The office is at 68% and the board is at 51%.
b. Soil Processing – Ms. Gooch stated she has added this cost to the 2023 budget but if there is money left in the current budget she would like to pay for the set up fees this year.  The total cost is $2,448. This program automatically performs the manual process currently done in the office.
6. CONSERVATION USE:
a. New/Renew/Continuation/Release/Change of Use – Upon motion of Gary Engel, second by Gerald Davis to approve the list as presented. Vote:  Yes- Logan/Davis/Porter/Engel/Williamson.
7. HOMESTEAD EXEMPTIONS: Upon motion of Tom Porter, second by Gerald Davis to approve the list as presented. Vote:  Yes- Logan/Davis/Porter/Engel/Williamson.

9. 2023 BUDGET: Ms. Gooch presented the final budget request for 2023.  She reviewed quotes for the Ranger and Jeeps but the appraisers prefer the Jeep after test driving a Ranger.  She is requesting 2 new Jeeps for 2023 and if approved, will turn over one of the older jeeps to the Board of Commissioners. 10. 2023 BOC BUDGET MEETING: Ms. Gooch stated the meeting will be held October 3rd at 9:00 A.M.  She asked who wanted to attend to see if we needed to advertise a called special meeting.  After discussion, there will not be a quorum so no notice is necessary.
